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CONTAMINATION SURVEY FOR ANIMAL CARE FACILITIES
This form is required to document contamination surveys of cages and/or pens where animals containing radioactive materials were housed. Any animal bedding should be removed and properly disposed prior to these surveys. For high energy beta-emitting radionuclides and gamma-emitting radionuclides, it may be advantageous to precede the contamination (wipe) surveys with a direct radiation survey utilizing a G.M. survey meter to aid in identifying contaminated areas. As a minimum, each wipe survey should cover an area of approximately 100 cm2 including the following locations:
1). The floor of the animal cage(s)
2). The room floor directly in front of the animal cage(s)
3). The floor at the entrance of the room.
All areas where contamination levels are greater than 200 cpm above background must be decontaminated and resurveyed. All wipe results must be attached to this sheet and kept at the animal care facility office.
