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LOG SHEET FOR ANIMAL BEDDING CONTAMINATED WITH RADIOACTIVE MATERIALS
This form is utilized for recording disposals of animal bedding contaminated with radioactive materials and should be attached to a standard solid waste box provided by the Permit Holder (PH). Generally, contaminated animal bedding should be changed on a daily basis by either the PH (or designee) or a member of the animal care staff. The individual placing the contaminated bedding in the radwaste container should record the date, activity excreted in that waste, and the individual's initials. Once the radwaste container is filled or when the study is completed (whichever comes first), the plastic liner should be twisted and taped shut, this completed log sheet placed on top of the container, and the lid of the box closed. It is the PH's responsibility to transport the filled container to the Radiation Safety Office for final disposal.
