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RECYCLABLE CONTAINER SURVEY FORM
Many vendors of radioactive materials encourage the recycling of the styrofoam in which it is shipped.  If your laboratory wishes to recycle these containers, this form must be completed for each container before it is returned.  A contamination (wipe) test must be performed on the outside and on the inside of the container.  In addition, a direct survey with a geiger- counter must also be performed.  The results of these surveys must be within the limits specified before it is returned to the vendor.  If a container is contaminated and is not able to be decontaminated, it should be brought to the Radiation Safety Office for disposal.  This form must be filed in the survey section of the Radionuclide Inventory and Survey Book and will be reviewed by the Radiation Safety Office.
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
